Seven Springs, Somerset, PA Friday January 16 - January 19 
 

We have slope-side cabins with 24 bunks total. Space is limited and will be given on a first come, first served basis. We will depart St. 
Agnes at 4 pm sharp, stop for a fast food dinner on the way, and arrive at Seven Springs Friday night. We will ski/snowboard all day 
Saturday and Sunday.  Night skiing/boarding will also be available both evenings. Each attendee will receive a voucher for 3 breakfasts and 
1 dinner (Sat) in the lodge; we will eat out on the last night (Sun). Lunch and snacks will be available at the resort but must be paid for out 
of pocket. The troop will depart Monday afternoon, after having breakfast and possibly skiing for the rest of the morning. We will stop on 
the way home for a fast food lunch with an approx arrival time: 4 pm. Scouts should bring $20 to cover the travel meals and an additional 
$60 for snacks and Sunday dinner, $80 all together. Scouts will have full access to the lodge and all its amenities, including an indoor 
swimming pool. Bring you bathing suits. Because of the large area and time frame, scouts will be exploring the mountain and lodge—the 
BUDDY SYSTEM IS STRICTLY ENFORCED. Violations will result in a scout’s lift ticket being confiscated and the scout becoming a 
lodge sitter with no refund on his lift ticket. Please pack appropriate winter downhill attire: WARM CLOTHING INCLUDING LAYERS, 
THERMAL UNDERWEAR, SOCKS, SKI JACKET/PANTS, HATS, GLOVES, GOGGLES, BOOTS. HELMETS AND WRIST 
GUARDS ARE REQUIRED FOR SNOWBOARDERS OR THE SCOUT WILL NOT BE ATTENDING. Class A uniform for Mass.
